The west end of Newcastle comprises the 3 areas of Elswick {in the east), Benwell and
Scotswood (in the west). Following closure of factories and shipyards the economic
underpinning of the west end collapsed and the population declined and the area
suffered from blight and stigma. A series of urban regeneration initiatives were pursued
including Newcastle West End City Challenge in early nineties which was a
comprehensive 5 year programme to reverse the decline — it had modest success in
slowing the rate of decline but was too short term and lacked resources (comprehensive
holistic regeneration can’t be done in 5 years; it usually takes 15-20 years to deliver
sustainable regeneration). This was followed by Reviving the Heart of the West End
which was a Single Regeneration Budget funded initiative focussed on Benwell which
lasted 6 years and again was just ‘sticking plaster’ to a wound. The latest endeavour is a
Joint Venture Public Private Partnership between Barrett & Keepmoat Homes (volume
house builders based in the North East) and Newcastle City Council. The City council
owned much of the land and compulsarily purchased what it did not; the private sector
partners have invested finance and their house building and place making expertise.

Most towns and cities in developed countries may now be described as post-industrial
but most were built on manufacturing industry. As their economies have restructured
they have been forced to confront their industrial legacy through processes of
redevelopment and regeneration. Such processes are often ‘top-down’ and impose
plans on local areas with little consultation; more contemporary approaches have
pursued ‘bottom-up’ initiatives where local communities and stakeholders participate in
the preparation of plans and strategies for their future.. In the UK this is commonly
termed ‘place making’. It is most challenging in locations that have resident
communities. There is now opportunity to deploy emerging ‘smart’ digitally enabled
technology to support participation as neighbourhoods and urban areas transition to
smart futures.

The need for URBaNE:

* During periods of economic austerity and public sector cuts, the need for urban
regeneration rises exponentially

» Paradoxically, most bespoke (area-based) regeneration programmes have been
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wound-up and dedicated agencies have closed as the Government has sought to
recalibrate the role of the state.

The consequence is a sector facing growing demands in parallel to shrinking resources.

The URB@NE Research Group was established to offer impartial advice and support to
place-based communities, social enterprises and the voluntary sector, business bodies
and sectoral interests, and public sector organisations.

their legacy, as recorded in documents published during their lifetime, is dispersed,
unprotected and is not often in the public domain.

The North East Regeneration Archive Project (NERA) sought funding to upload a
collection of documents that had already been collated and archived, to make them
freely available in the public domain to anyone who registers their details on the
URB@NE web site.

The archive is a synergy of on-line technology, current expertise and historic
documents, which have been combined to create a unique new product/tool available
for free to all who register with our web site.
